CORE Advanced Studies Requirements for ENSP Students TC \l2 "
The CORE Advanced Studies Requirement helps students broaden their perspectives, acquire critical analysis skills in fields outside their major and challenge them to reflect on relationships between different views of the world.  All students must complete two Advanced Studies courses after they have earned 60 credits.  The following do not meet the Advanced Studies requirements:

· Professional Writing courses that meet the CORE Fundamental Studies requirement. 

· Courses that are used to meet CORE Distributive Studies requirements. 

· Internships, practica, or other experiential-learning types of courses. 

· Any course taken on a Pass/Fail basis.

Because of the multi-disciplinary nature of Environmental Science and Policy (ENSP), however, and the variety of Concentrations within it, ENSP students must be aware of the guidelines established by their sponsoring College to meet these goals.  Please read the following paragraphs carefully; consult the Schedule of Classes for other CORE Advanced Studies regulations; and consult with your academic advisor about courses appropriate to satisfy this CORE Advanced Studies requirement.  

College of Agriculture and Natural Resources

The CORE Advanced Studies requirement may be fulfilled by two courses at the 300- or 400-level:

· One course satisfied by ENSP 400 (an approved CORE capstone course).

· A second course of 3 or more credits, at the 300 level or higher. 

This course may not be:

· Any required or restricted elective course listed on the student’s curriculum sheet unless it is taken as an extra restricted elective course within a concentration.  Under these circumstances, the additional course may be used for Advanced Studies if it otherwise meets all requirements for CORE Advanced Studies.  For example, a student completing BIOM 301 to fulfill a major requirement may subsequently take GEOG 306 as an Advanced Studies course.

College of Behavioral and Social Sciences

The CORE Advanced Studies requirement may be fulfilled by two courses at the 300- or 400-level:

· One course satisfied by ENSP 400 (an approved CORE capstone course).

· A second upper level restricted elective will be allowed to count, provided it is outside the department of the student’s concentration 
College of Chemical and Life Sciences

The CORE Advanced Studies requirement may be fulfilled by two courses at the 300- or 400-level:

· One course satisfied by ENSP 400 (an approved CORE capstone course).

· A second course of at least 3 credits taken after the student has earned 60 credits.  
The course cannot be:

· Any course listed on the curriculum sheet which is required or an option to fulfill the ENSP major or a concentration requirement, for example, BIOM 301.

· Any course in the College of Life Sciences, e.g., BCHM, BSCI, and CHEM.
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College of Computer, Mathematical, and Physical Sciences

The CORE Advanced Studies requirement may be fulfilled by two courses at the 300- or 400-level:

· One course satisfied by ENSP 400 (an approved CORE capstone course).

· A second course of at least 3 credits taken after the student has earned 60 credits.  
The course cannot be:

· Any courses listed on the curriculum sheet. 

· A concentration requirement, for example, BIOM 301.

· Any course in the College of Computer, Mathematical and Physical Sciences.
