· You are eligible to take the course into which you have placed or any course to the LEFT of it (that is, any course LOWER than the one into which you have placed).  
Low end ( 003 – 010 – 013 – 015 – 110 – 112/113 – 111/Stat 100 – 115 – 220 – 140 ( High end

· You will choose which course to take based upon your academic interests.

· A student may not earn credit for MATH 110 and MATH 113; for MATH 113 and MATH 115; or for MATH 220 and MATH 140.
